
Dear BC/YT Skating Clubs, 

 

It is a very exciting time in British Columbia to be involved in the sport of Figure Skating.  With the 2010 

Olympic and Paralympic Games coming to Vancouver the province will be exposed to some very high 

profile sporting events.  In February 2009 the ISU Four Continents Figure Skating Championships will be 

held in Vancouver at the Pacific Coliseum.  This event will bring some of the world’s best skaters back to 

Vancouver and surely provide an exciting week of skating.  

 

Many volunteers will be needed to put on this Championship as well as the Winter Olympic Games in 

February 2010.  At this time the local organizing committee is looking for skaters to volunteer as Ice 
Patchers for both the Four Continents Championships and the Winter Olympic Games.  This is an 

extremely important position within the volunteer team and will require a significant commitment from 

now until the Olympic Games are completed in March 2010.   

 

Participant volunteers are required to volunteer for the Four Continents Championships in February 2009 in 

order to be eligible to volunteer for the Olympic Games in February 2010.  The requirements for Ice 
Patcher volunteers are as follows. 

 

• Must be born in the years 1990 to 1996 (proof of date of birth will be required) 

• Must have passed a Skate Canada Junior Bronze level Test 

• Must have own transportation and accommodation for both the ISU Four Continents Figure 

Skating Championships 2009 and the 2010 Olympic Winter Games.  Both events will take place 

in Vancouver at the Pacific Coliseum. 

• Must have previous volunteer experience (figure skating volunteer experience an asset) 

• Must be able to take direction and work both independently and with a team 

• Must be able to commit fully to dates of events.   

• Must include with application a resume and letter of reference 

- Four Continents- February 2-8, 2009 

- Olympic Winter Games- February 12-28, 2010 

*Note Ice Patchers will also be required for the training dates prior to the official opening of the games, 

February 4th - 11th. 

 

Ice Patchers should be aware that some of their shifts will occur during school hours. They should be 

prepared to miss a minimum of one full school day each week and a possibility of two.  The local 

organizing committee will do its best to ensure volunteers do not miss substantial amounts of school during 

these events.  

 

Parents of Ice Patchers must be comfortable leaving their children at designated check point areas with 

adult volunteers.  Parents will NOT have access to the venue during either of these events.  Ice Patcher 

volunteers will do shifts at both the competition rink and the training rink for both events.  Ice Patchers will 

be shuttled in pairs/teams between venues over the course of the competition.
